About the site

Treffry Viaduct was built between 1839and 1842 to carry both trucks and water across
the Luxulyan Valley for local mining entrepreneur Joseph Thomas Treffry. The first large
civil engineering structure of its kind to be built in Cornwall and the only known
viaduct in Britain to combine these two uses, it is part of the Cornish Mining World
Heritage Siteas designated by UNESCO. It was purchased by our charity in 1988.
